In 1889, Vincent Van Gogh (one of the Dutch masters) hoped someone would buy his painting Sunflowers for perhaps $125.  No offers came about.  Within eighteen months, Van Gogh was dead…by his own hand.  His Sunflowers, however, has been preserved to the present day.  Some years ago, the painting was auctioned at Christie’s in London for the astonishing sum of $39.8 million!
Why would a person dish out $40 million for a faded old painting of sunflowers in a vase?  The reason:  it was a painting of Van Gogh’s, and only one ever lived.  The painting is priceless, not because of itself, but because its author, its creator.

Each sinner was ransomed, redeemed (bought from the penalty and guilt of sin) at a high price.  That price was the blood of Jesus Christ.  To God, you are an object worthy of the death of His priceless Son.  Each person is worth far more than Van Gogh’s Sunflowers.  How much is serving Christ worth to you?
