



"...for You are with me" (Psalms 23:4)

 

A student aimlessly wandered into the office of her professor with the words, "I wish there were one person in the world to know and understand me.  I feel like a page out of a thousand-page book that is never read."

 

That, friend, is real loneliness.  Have you experienced that feeling?  God made us for relationships, with the need to be needed and loved.  Some feel alone because:

 

1.  They have been rejected

2.  They have failed and feel unworthy of acceptance

3.  They are afraid of closeness due to a fear of mistreatment

4.  They have sinned and, thus, are suffering losses connected to the 

     price of that wrongdoing.

5.  They have isolated themselves because of an addiction

6.  They do not esteem themselves, and feel unworthy of the love of others.

 

God says that He is with us and near us.  One may feel alone, but, in the deepest sense, is never alone.  The nearness of God gives weight to the value of each life, and the importance of one's place in the great scheme of things.  A person's life is no lost page in an unread book, but a unique narrative.  The more one is with God, the more his life reflects its unique place in the world.  God is the author of the story of each life.  Each life-story is worthy of being read.  Let God replace the loneliness in life with purpose and power for living.
