Children cannot be expected to automatically know right from wrong, good from evil.  Moral and spiritual values must be modeled and taught.  To be embraced, values must first be communicated.  Why are core values so important?  Well, if nothing is better than anything else, values are not important.  If it is no better to be honest than dishonest, to be moral than immoral - then, values are of no meaning. 
 

On the other hand, if certain things are better than others, if certain things enhance genuine happiness rather than diminish it, then values are very important, and ought to be taught.  For the sake of your child and society as a whole, think about doing two things:  1) Align your value system with that revealed in the bible and 2) teach those positive values to your child.
