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A wise man’s words bring him praise, but a foolish person’s words will destroy him.  A foolish person begins by saying something foolish.  In the end he is saying even crazier things.  A foolish person talks too much about what he will do.  No one knows the future.  No one can tell him what will happen after he dies. Ecclesiastes 10:12-14 (NICV)

Notice the contrast of the words and actions of the wise with those of the foolish.  The words of the wise are gracious and they mean something.  A foolish person “sticks his foot in his mouth” every time he opens it.  He begins with a foolish idea and ends up raving about sheer madness.  He thinks he knows everything – including the future.  No one can instruct him or warn him about anything.

A foolish man is a poor communicator.  The good Lord gave us two ears and one mouth – we should listen twice as much as we speak.
