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"Wake up" (Romans 13:11)
 

The idea in the original is "to awaken from carelessness or indifference," "to wake up from a fatal indifference to the eternal."  Do I need to wake up?  David needed a wake-up call from God through the prophet Nathan!  Otherwise, would he ever have come to terms with his transgression?  Saul of Tarsus was rabid against the church and terrorized it on every hand.  Jesus confronted him on the Damascus road and changed both his direction and life.  Would Paul ever have seen his legalistic sinfulness apart from a wake-up call?  Later, Peter was confronted by Paul for allowing his partiality to turn into hypocritical behavior.  Peter needed that abrupt interruption in his life.
 

Is something happening in my life which could be construed as God's attempt to wake me up?  Perhaps I am on the wrong path, or wrongfully treating others, or being careless, or trifling with temptation, or blindly pursuing my lower passions, or acting as judge and jury over others' lives or actions.  Do I need to wake up?  What if I do, and what if I don't?
