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"Accept him" (Romans 14:1)
 

Some in the church at Rome were fussing at each other about disputable matters.  Doctrinal disagreements existed, and instead of loving and accepting one another in spite of those differences, they were acting either with condescension or condemnation (v.3).  Paul forcefully addressed the situation, commanding them (and us) to accept one other in times of disagreement, even regarding matters we deem to be cases of right or wrong in the sight of God. 
 

Instead of arm-twisting other Christians into agreement with my convictions (even if I AM right), the loving thing to do is to accept them as brothers in the Lord.  Our mission is to convert the lost, not the saved.   Paul does not equivocate on this matter.  How am I doing with it?
