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"Accept him" (Romans 14:1)
 

Upon a careful reading of this chapter, one can identify the party who is in error.  It is the forbidding one, the "weak-faithed" one, the condemning one. It is the one who holds certain days to have particular religious significance, and that meat offered to idols must not be eaten.  He is the one in error.  He is wrong in both his beliefs and behavior.  Paul sides with the other party: he who knows that, in Christ, no special significance is attached to certain festivals or days, and that meat offered to idols is not, in itself, contaminated by demons.  Paul sides, in this context, with the "strong" one (he who understands these matters in Christ).
 

However, the apostle still commands, "Accept him whose faith is weak."  That means to actively welcome, receive, fellowship the one who is in error!  A far cry from what some in our fellowship dish out toward those "in error" (who dare to disagree with their agendas or ideas)!  Wonder who has it right: Paul, or our brotherhood purity-police?
