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"Your brother" (Romans 14:10)
 

In this context, the "your brother" is the brother with whom I disagree regarding a DOCTRINAL matter (a thing to which I attach moral weight, a matter of right or wrong).  Notice that Paul does not refer to the other guy as my "erring brother," my "liberal brother," my "conservative brother," my "non-traditional brother," or, my "unsound brother."  Although this brother is in error, he is still fully saved and fully my brother.  I am to treat him as that, not less.  Perhaps we will end up agreeing on the issues at hand; perhaps not.  Regardless, we already agree on Jesus, and that was enough to both save us and bring us together as brothers in Him.  Why is that not enough to keep us brothers?  Think on that!  It is one thing to preach love and fellowship; quite another to practice them.
