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"We will all stand before God's judgment seat" (Romans 14:10)
 

The context of this arresting text pertains to fellow believers judging one another's position before God on the basis of personal preferences and ideas about matters of religious conviction.  Paul admonishes them (and us) to back off and give one another room to breathe (and serve the Lord).  "But what if he is in error?" He is, and so are you, friend!  None is perfect in understanding of all matters biblical.  God's grace grants rooms to mature, think, study, grow, serve.  Those who make every issue a litmus test for salvation understand neither salvation, their own ignorance, nor unity.  The judgment seat belongs to God, and it is occupied.  Tread lightly.
