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"We will all stand before God's judgment seat" (Romans 14:10)
 

One implication of this thought is that man exists beyond the present life.  Death is a sure appointment for all, then comes judgment (Hebrews 9:27).  The three most common views of human existence are: cyclical, terminal, and linear.  Hindus and other Eastern religions believe in the cyclical view of life: karma, the wheel of Samsara, reincarnation.  One may be a pauper, then a grasshopper, then a rat, then a prince.  Unbelievers and secular hedonists hold the annihilation view, the idea that life is a dead-end and is to be lived in autonomy (self-governance). "No limits" living is the mantra of the dead-ender.  The biblical view of life is that of an endless existence.  It is linear.  Man starts on earth; lives out his days; then, enters into an endless existence beyond the present world.  He never returns, but never dies.  He either enjoys heaven or endures hell forever, depending upon his relationship with Jesus Christ in the present world.  
 

The point is, we exist forever, friend.  The need is to believe that and live in accordance with its far-reaching implications.  Some live like there is no tomorrow...but there is!  And, that tomorrow lasts forever.
