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"Everything that was written in the past was written (that)...we might have hope" (Romans 15:4)
 

How does the biblical record spark hope within the struggling heart?  First, by pointing to individual cases wherein those who miserably failed regained their hope in God.  Second, by pointing to the God who is the Hope-Giver.  Third, by pointing to Jesus, who, as a habit, engendered hope in those around Him. (He used the word "hope" only once (Luke 6:34), yet daily offered it to the strugglers in His midst.  He still does.  Scripture still does.  Look at the Psalms, and, in no time at all, find words of hope and courage.  Get into the Book, and get hope.
