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"Have hope" (Romans 15:4)
"Christ in you, the hope of glory" (Colossians 1:27)
 

Religion brings no hope:  NONE.   First, some religions bring little but fire and blood (ala radical Islam).  Second, religion is man's attempt to invent God, and that effort always ends up pointing more to man than God.  Third, religion is a God-substitute, pointing adherents to ritual or rigor which amounts to little more than self-abasement or self-improvement.  Religion falls short of hope.
 

Hope is not in religion, but REDEMPTION - and that occurs only in Christ.  Notice the difference between Ephesians 2:12 and Colossians 1:27.  Ancient Greeks were profoundly religious, yet in darkness and death apart from Jesus.  Religion brings neither salvation nor hope.  Jesus brings both.  Want hope?  Get Christ!
