A white buffalo calf was born August 25 in Wisconsin.  The white buffalo is extremely rare, and considered to be sacred by many Native American tribes.  The odds of a white buffalo being born are at least one in a million.  It is thought to have potential to bring peace and good fortune.  Some Indians held a drum ceremony to honor the calf.  Others are trying to interpret the animal's significance. The white buffalo is particularly sacred to the Sioux, Cheyenne, and other tribes of the Northern Plains.
