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"Avoid godless chatter" (II Timothy 2:16)
  

Words are vehicles packed with thoughts.  Words have thoughts behind and within them.  Words have meaning, for good or ill.  Diotrephes (III John 10) spoke evil words against John the apostle because D. had evil thoughts toward J.  Paul spoke highly of the Thessalonians because he felt highly toward them (I Thessalonians 1:2, 3).
 

Each of us uses words.  A word of caution: make them godly, not godless. To insure that outcome, think godly, not godless!  Godless does not have to immoral, just against the character or will of God.  Consider...
