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"If you suffer as a Christian, do not be ashamed" (I Peter 4:16)
 

July 14, 2006.  Junior Stowers raised his hands, exclaiming "Thank you, Jesus" in court when acquitted by the jury.  The judge immediately held him in contempt for this "outburst" and tossed him into jail!  Stowers is a devout Christian, active in his church.  His outcry was a spontaneous expression of gratitude and relief.
 

Christians in America (and throughout the world) are increasingly targets of ridicule, contempt, and physical persecution.  How do I handle that kind of possibility in my case?  Remember, it is to be expected (Matthew 10:22).  Christ got it.  Those who are Christ's may well get it.  Be prepared to suffer and to not be ashamed.
