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"as was his custom" (Luke 4:16)
 

It was Jesus' habit to challenge the ways things were in his day.  Call it challenging the status quo or whatever you wish.  He, in other words, broke tradition - if it meant the betterment of people and glory of God.
 

In John 4, the Lord broke tradition (habit) by speaking to a woman, much less a Samaritan woman, in a public setting.  The result:  puzzlement among his followers, and radical change in that broken lady's life.  She became his first missionary to the Samaritans.  It all started with Jesus moving against conventional thinking.  He was no iconoclast, but he was unafraid to question the habits and customs of the times.  Ultimately, Jesus paid a dear price for making it his habit to challenge the habitual of going about things.  We are the beneficiaries of that Christly habit.  Perhaps he desires that I imitate that quality of his.  Give it some thought, and pray about how to go about bringing a clearer picture to some who may simply be locked in a traditional rut of thinking and acting.
