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"as was his custom" (Luke 4:16)
 

Jesus had the habit of being in touch with people on a personal basis.  Oh, yes, he was primarily in touch with the Father...but never did he lose his focus upon the people around him.
 

I have been a part of evangelistic campaigns involving a lot of "door-knocking."  That is the process of going house to house in a community to which I was a stranger, seeking to set up opportunities to study the gospel of Christ.  It is the toughest way to go about evangelism!  
 

There is a better way!  Mormons ran into the same thing others of us have discovered.  There is no substitute for a personal relationship with someone when it comes to discussing matters of the soul.  Their statistics reveal that the conversion rate of "cold call" evangelism is 0.1%.  They convert only 1 family out of 1,000 doors knocked.  However, they say that the conversion rate of those who were friends of the evangelizer is 50%.  One of two friends can be converted; one in a thousand strangers can be converted.  The difference goes without saying...so I won't say it.
