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"as was his custom" (Luke 4:16)
 

It was Jesus' habit to befriend others (Matthew 9:9-10).  Dale Carnegie said, "You can make more friends in two months by becoming interested in other people than you can in two years by trying to get other people interested in you."  There is no substitute for genuine interest in another.  The self-absorbed person never will be effective in either friendships or evangelism.  Jesus' was other-person oriented.  It was his custom.  Did he accomplish any good in his life?
