C.S. Lewis is known as the great apostle to the skeptic.  His own testimony of a journey from doubt to faith has inspired countless strugglers.  (A recent movie is based upon his "Chronicles of Narnia.")  Upon the publishing of his book, "The Screwtape Letters," sales receipts were exceptional.  Remarking about the figures, Lewis said, 
     "Of course, sales do not always mean what authors hope.  If you gauged the amount of bible reading by the number of bibles sold, you would go far astray." 

 

Lewis' point is clear: a bible being owned does not guarantee its being read and applied. Lewis wanted people to read his book, not just purchase it.  God wants us to read His book!  It is about Him, His person, purpose, and plan.  God cares little about bible sales.  He infinitely cares about the Book being read, believed, and applied.
