Jason Tuskes was a 17-year-old high school honor student.  He was close to his mom, his wheel-chair bound dad, and his younger brother.  
 

Jason was an expert swimmer who loved to scuba dive.  He left home one morning to explore a spring and underwater cave near his home in Florida.  He planned to be home in time to celebrate his mother's birthday.  But, Jason became lost in the cave.  In a panic, he got wedged into a narrow passageway.  Realizing he was hopelessly trapped, the devoted son and brother shed his tank and grasped his diver's knife.  Using that knife as a pen and the tank as a tablet, Jason wrote a final message to his family:  "I love you mom, dad, and Christian."  Then, he ran out of oxygen and drowned.
