All larger communities have cemeteries for deceased pets.  Why do we get so attached to animals?  One person said, "They (the pets) love you in spite of everything."  Another lady, speaking of her now-deceased dog, said, "He was my only real friend at the time of my divorce."
 

The message is clear: We often find in pets the one thing difficult to find in life: unconditional love and acceptance. I need to feel loved, just as I am!  That ought to be the case with every marriage, every child, every church member, every person.  In spite of our sins and weaknesses, God unconditionally loves us.  Even when we cannot love ourselves, he still loves and cherishes us.
 

If you want a clear view of unconditional love, look not at the pet cemetery, but at the cross of Jesus.  There is proclaimed, once and for all, the unconditional love of God for every person, regardless of his past or present state of affairs.
