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"Set your minds on things above, not on earthly things...When Christ...appears, then you also will appear with him in glory" (Colossians 3:2,4)
 

The Japanese have an ingenious way of changing the color and appearance of birds.  For example, white sparrows are produced by selecting a pair of grayish birds and keeping them in a white cage, in a white room, where they are attended by a person dressed in white.  The mental effect on a series of generations of birds results in completely white sparrows.
 

Turning white originates in the bird's mind.  Since white is its environment, it takes in "white thoughts" all day, every day.  Over time, it becomes a different color: white!  
 

Scripture points out that the believer in Christ is to think (set his mind) upon Christ and imitate Christ on a consistent basis.  The result: a person who looks and lives like Jesus!  Thinking his thoughts can change the color of a believer's life.  What are his thoughts?  Read the gospels lately?
