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"Blessed is the one who reads..." (Revelation 1:3)
 

 Okay, so we don't have time to read the bible?!  Let's break this thing down into something doable.  It takes 16 hours to read the entire New Testament.  It takes about 30 hours to read all 39 books of the Old Testament.  That is a total of 46 hours to read every word...of God's holy word.
